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Professor TANG Wing-Shing had close ties to Osaka
City University. He was a visiting researcher in the Grad-
uate School of Literature and Human Sciences in 2006.
He had been sitting on the International Advisory Board
(since 2007) and serving as the Director of Hong Kong
Sub-Center (since 2008) of the Urban Research Plaza
(URP), until its restructuring into Osaka Metropolitan
University’s Urban Resilience Research Center in 2022.
From 2009 to 2018, he was an Associate Editor of City,
Culture and Society, the international academic journal
of URP.

The greatest gratitude must go to Professor Tang, who
generously shared his worldwide research network as a
geographer which led to the successful adoption of the
Global COE by URP in 2007. Thanks to his research net-
work, URP smoothly established overseas bases in Seoul,
Hong Kong, and Taipei in East Asia after the adoption
of the Global COE, providing ample opportunities for
research presentations at workshops or forums in its own
and related to EARCAG’s activities.

Furthermore, through
the Hong Kong Sub-Center, Professor Tang made efforts
to coordinate the workshops of the East Asian Inclusive
City Network (EA-ICN).

Especially in the midst of workshops, receptions, and
excursions in Hong Kong, Professor Tang’s witty and
highly theoretical presentations, coupled with his smile
and hospitality, left a profound impression on both the
young researchers and us. His intellectually stimulating
workshops and boundless hospitality always alleviated
fatigue and enhanced the enjoyment of participation. It is
obvious that he possesses a unique talent that no one else
can emulate. While the indescribable sadness of losing
an irreplaceable friend cannot be articulated, on behalf of
URP, sincere gratitude is expressed for his lifetime con-
tributions.
